Reference:  IW DD 1342.23, AR 608-47, NGR 600-12, Army Family Readiness Group Leader’s Handbook (2002) and Professional Educational Center Family Programs Standard Operating Procedures (PEC-FP-SOP) PEC will continue due diligence with regards to the Family Program.   

Purpose:   The purpose of the National Guard Professional Education Center Family Program is to maintain and facilitate ongoing readiness, communication, volunteerism, involvement, recognition, and support between the PEC and PEC Families in a partnership that promotes the best in each.  The mission is to empower families to be self reliant and responsibly interdependent as they navigate the contingencies and challenges of PEC and military life.
Scope:  The PEC FRG will operate under the guidance of the PEC Commandant, and the Family Program Advisors, Executive Council and Coordinator.  The National Guard Professional Education Center (PEC) Family Program includes the PEC Workforce, their families, and interested community members.  These people potentially come from all 50 States, 3 Territories, and the District of Columbia including National Guard Title 10 soldiers, ADSW soldiers, Federal Employees, State Employees, Contractors, their families and friends.  All come together to serve the interests of PEC and PEC's families.
Responsibilities:  Member responsibilities will include:

a.  Active PEC Family Readiness Group Members volunteer to be responsible for specific projects and activities that help promote the purpose of the PEC Family Program (see PEC-FP-SOP).

b.  PEC Family Readiness Group’s success is dependent on the level of support and involvement of the military, civilian staff and families.  Active volunteerism is vital to the success of the PEC FRG.

c.  The PEC Family Readiness Group will meet monthly as scheduled by the Family Program Coordinator.  Special meetings may be called as needed by the Commandant.
